Authorization only occurs when the test laboratory has met conditions that the Trade

Association establishes, and that the Trade Association may change from time to

time, with specific safeguards to allow the Trade Association to remove such

authorization upon the test laboratory’s non-compliance.

1. The TEST LABORATORY identified on page 1, by submitting all three pages

of this document to the 1394 Trade Association, with page one (1) completed

and signed, hereby agrees to the following terms and conditions as they

relate to testing and submitting results for the 1394 Trade Association

Compliance Logo Program

Membership

2. TEST LABORATORY agrees to join and maintain membership in the 1394

Trade Association for the period of time that it provides Compliance Logo

Program Testing services.

3. TEST LABORATORY agrees to comply with all 1394 Trade Association

Bylaws.

Product Category Authorization

4. TEST LABORATORY agrees to only claim 1394 Trade Association

authorization to test and submit results for those Product Categories TEST

LABORATORY has received written authorization by the 1394 Trade

Association to do so.

Guidelines and Recommendations

5. TEST LABORATORY agrees to follow all 1394 Trade Association guidelines

and recommendations, and test specifications as they pertain to executing all

tests required for the Logo Program Certification.

6. TEST LABORATORY agrees to support and uphold to the best of its ability

the conditions of the “i.LINK Compliance Trademark License Agreement” and

the “FireWire Compliance Trademark License Agreement”

Notification to Manufacturer

7. TEST LABORATORY agrees to make known to the manufacturer of the

tested product, the manufacturer’s responsibilities pertaining to re-submitting

products for testing if changes are made to such product that could affect the

products interoperability with other 1394 Trade Association certified products.

8. TEST LABORATORY agrees to make known to the manufacturer of the

tested product, the manufacturer’s responsibilities pertaining to re-submitting

products for testing if so requested by the 1394 Trade Association. The 1394

Trade Association may make this request as part of its generic auditing

procedure or in such case as the product has been found to have

interoperability issues with other 1394 Trade Association certified products.

Responsibility to Archive

9. TEST LABORATORY agrees to archive the detailed test logs generated for

all products whose results form is submitted to 1394 Trade Association for a

period of three (3) years, or for a period of six (6) months after final production

of that product. Copies of these test logs shall be supplied to the 1394 Trade

Association when so requested.

Publication of Certification

10. TEST LABORATORY agrees that the 1394 Trade Association has the right to

list all certified 1394 compliance logo program third party test laboratories on

the 1394 Trade Association Web Site.

Removal of Certification

11. Failure of TEST LABORATORY to comply with these Terms and Conditions

may result in TEST LABORATORY losing its 1394 Trade Association

Certification.

12. If TEST LABORATORY fails to comply, then the 1394 Trade Association shall

remove that TEST LABORATORY from the list of Certified Test Laboratories

on the 1394 Trade Association web site.

Compliance with Laws

13. TEST LABORATORY agrees not to make any unauthorized claims or

statements about certification, or unauthorized uses of the 1394 Trade

Association’s name.

14. This Agreement is subject to all laws, regulations, orders, or other limitations

on the export and re-export of commodities, technical data, and software.

Both parties agree that they will not export, re-export, resell or transfer any

export controlled commodity, technical data or software furnished hereunder

or any direct products thereof (a) in violation of such limitations imposed by

the United States or any other national government authority, or (b) to any

country for which an export license or other governmental approval is required

at the time of export, without first obtaining all necessary licenses or other

approvals.

15. Both parties hereto acknowledge that the Confidential Information disclosed

by TEST LABORATORY to 1394 Trade Association hereunder is subject to

the export laws or regulations of United States of America, and in the event

any governmental authorization is required for the disclosure of Confidential

Information under this Agreement, TEST LABORATORY will not disclose

such Confidential Information until TEST LABORATORY obtains such

authorization.

Limitation of Liability

16. Neither party warrants that the information, products or services provided

pursuant to this Agreement are or will be complete, accurate or free from

defects. 1394 Trade Association’s entire liability to the TEST LABORATORY

for all claims concerning performance or nonperformance by a party or in any

way related to the subject matter of this Agreement, regardless of the legal

theory on which the claim is based, shall not exceed the amount of the LOGO

LICENSE fee for the Product directly giving rise to the liability.

17. In no event shall either party be liable in any way for any indirect, special,

incidental or consequential loss or damage, including, without limitation,

lost business, lost records or data, or lost profits, regardless of the legal

theory on which the claim is based, even if such party has been advised

of the possibility of such loss or damage, whether foreseeable or not.

General Provisions

18. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between TEST

LABORATORY and the 1394 Trade Association concerning the TEST

LABORATORY CERTIFICATION hereunder and supersedes all prior and

contemporaneous oral and written communications and proposals concerning

such CERTIFICATION with the exception of any prior confidentiality

agreements between the parties. This Agreement may be amended or

modified only in writing signed by both parties. These terms and conditions

may NOT be altered, supplemented, or amended by the use of any other

document(s) including, without limitation, TEST LABORATORY’s purchase

orders. Any attempt to alter, supplement, or amend this Agreement or to enter

into an order for Products which is subject to additional or altered terms and

conditions will be null and void, unless otherwise agreed to in a written

agreement signed by both the 1394 Trade Association and the TEST

LABORATORY. The parties specifically exclude applicability of the United

Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods to this

Agreement.

19. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be found to be illegal or

unenforceable, such term or provision shall be deemed stricken, and all other

terms and provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

20. The official language for this Agreement, and any writings amending or

interpreting it, shall be English.

21. No term or provision hereof shall be deemed waived by either party, and no

breach excused by either party, unless such waiver or consent shall be in

writing signed by the other party. No consent by either party to, or waiver of, a

breach by the other party, whether express or implied, shall constitute a

consent to, waiver of, or excuse for any other different or subsequent breach

by the other party.

22. 1394 Trade Association shall not assign this Agreement without TEST

LABORATORY’s written permission. TEST LABORATORY shall not assign

any of its rights or delegate any of its obligations under this Agreement without

1394 Trade Association’s prior written consent, such consent not to be

unreasonably refused. Any assignment attempted in violation of this provision

shall be null and void.

23. Any notice given or required under this Agreement shall be in writing and

deemed delivered when sent by confirmed facsimile or mailed by prepaid

certified, registered airmail or air courier, to the other party at the address

specified on the first page of this Agreement.

24. This Agreement and the rights and obligations of 1394 Trade Association and

TEST LABORATORY shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the

laws of the state of Texas, United States of America applicable to contracts

made in such state without giving effect to the principles of conflicts of laws

thereof, and the parties agree that jurisdiction and venue for any dispute

regarding this agreement will be in such State.
